1. Call to Order/Roll Call

· Vice-Chair Mahala Burns called the meeting to order at 4:05 p. m.

2. Public Comments
· There were no Public comments

3. Discussion of Planning Commission Item UP62-08 scheduled for a Public Hearing on 12-11-08 for a Use Permit to allow an Art and Music Center at 630 E. Weber Ave.
· Emily gave a brief report on the upcoming events in the downtown area.
· Paula Sheil (English Professor at Delta College & Chair of Stockton Arts Commission) recommended the Board support the new Art and Music Center to be located at 630 E. Weber Ave. P. Sheil stated that there was a great need for the Center due to the variety of activities it would provide for all age groups. P. Sheil stated that Middagh Goodwin would head the Center. There has only been two letters of opposition for the Center from Silvercrest Retirement Community. The Center would be open 7 days a week, closing at 10:00 p.m. on weekdays and 12:00 p.m. on weekends. M. Burns questioned about parking, M. Ranchhod stated that there would be around 50 spaces available. 

a. Resolution to support the Art and Music Center
· Resolution of support for the Art and Music Center was approved 
4. Presentation by Judge Murray regarding New Courthouse
Judge Murray gave a detailed report on the new Courthouse and two proposed sites. The new Courthouse construction will be funded from the SB1407 Revenue Bond, nothing comes from the General Fund. There is $262 million secured for this project. The projected move-in date is 2013.The new Courthouse will have 280,000 sq. ft. and will be 12 stories high, whereas the old Courthouse has 167,000 sq.ft. and is split in 2 locations. The old Courthouse building will return to the County once the new Courthouse is opened. The first location site is at Main St. and Hunter Square, the second site is Washington St. between Lincoln and Madison St. The DSA board members along with the City, County and Court staff want the new Courthouse to stay at Main and Hunter Square. The move to Lincoln and Madison St. location would be a huge loss for the downtown area and businesses.
5. Discussion of Parking Issues
a. Resolution to take a position on the City’s 30-60-90 day parking plan scheduled for City Council on 12-16-08

· Resolution was adopted as follows:

· The Downtown Stockton Alliance hereby endorses City Staff’s 30-60-90 Day Central Parking District Action Plan with the addition of the lighting, way-finding and security improvements recommended by the Central Parking District Advisory Board. The Alliance is requesting that the implementation and success of this Action Plan be reviewed and evaluated on or about June 1, 2009 by the City Council, City Staff, the Central Parking District Advisory Board and the Downtown Stockton Alliance.

· M. Burns reported that the City’s 30-60-90 day plan was going before the City Council and requested that the board take a stand on it. She stated that the need for parking in the downtown area is critical. Paul Blumberg explained in detail what the 30-60-90 day plan would provide and the changes it would bring to the downtown area. D. Smallie stated that the City and DSA should get together to discuss plan changes 90 days after Council meeting and then again 60 days later for review.
